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CEO CORNER

Wow, how good does the All 
Ages Precinct look now that 
Stage 2 is finished. Works 
were completed by the Con-
tractor early last week, just 
in time for last Friday’s Pupil 
Free Day at school and the 
long weekend. What a spec-
tacle it was on Friday as it 
became a hive of activity for 
students enjoying the day off. 

This whole process started 
with a group of students writ-
ing letters to Council voicing 
their ideas for what could 
make Kulin even more attrac-
tive to both local youth and 
tourists alike. The process 
evolved to comprehensive 
engagement process between 
Council and the students of 
KDHS. This included an ini-
tial Workshop to consolidate 
ideas, a Survey to refine the 
proposed ideas, presentation 
of a Concept Design based 
upon survey results, followed 
by a Detailed Design and 
Construction. KDHS stu-
dents were also involved in 
the opening of Stage 1. 

Wider community engage-
ment was also undertaken 
with Cultivating Kulin Com-
mittee as well as Kulin Bush 
Races who contributed over 
$100K towards the project. 
This is a great example of 
how Council and the commu-
nity have engaged on a signif-

icant community project. The 
next step in the engagement 
process will be to determine 
an appropriate name for the 
All Ages Precinct. This will 
likely entail Council devel-
oping a short list of names 
for a vote via an online sur-
vey. This will hopefully coin-
cide with an official opening 
for Stage 2 to also recognise 
our funding partners, particu-
larly Lotterywest, as well as 
the Federal government via 
LRCIP.

Council staff are in the pro-
cess of developing next 
year’s budget. A considerable 
portion of this will be based 
around the Initiatives out-
lined in the Strategic Com-
munity Plan endorsed in 
February. We are fortunate to 
have continuing Local Roads 
and Community Infrastruc-
ture funding that will assist 
in delivering “community’’ 
projects that can easily be im-
plemented.

We still have a number of staff 
vacancies advertised. Thank 
you to those who have sub-
mitted applications and gone 
through interview processes 
thus far. Whilst we have po-
sition descriptions aimed at 
full time employment, as an 
organisation we are flexible 
and have opportunities for 
part time and casual roles, 
particularly for local people 
who have skills and maybe 
interested in specific aspects 
of our business.

I can confirm we have man-
aged to recruit our new set of 
“backpackers” for the FRC 
and other odd jobs around the 
place. They will commence 
on Monday 13th June with a 
week long handover process. 
Many people within the com-
munity with have had pos-
itive interactions with both 
Hugo and Elsa who are our 
incumbent backpackers and 
have adapted to a variety of 
roles within the community. 
They will be sorely missed, 
but we wish them well on 
their travels.

Finally, condolences to Rob 
and Jean McInnes and fam-
ily on the sudden passing of 
Mick last week. Our thoughts 
are with you and Kulin has 
certainly lost another larger 
than life character within the 
community. 

As always plenty happening 
in Kulin, until next time safe 
travels.

Program Description  
 
Community Builders is a six-month program that seeks to identify, encourage, and empower local residents to 
become more involved in building their community and its economy. A cluster of communities provides the 
geographical basis for the Community Builders Program. Between six and ten communities within the south 
central Wheatbelt region will constitute the cluster, each being represented by a Community Team of three to 
five people. These Community Teams meet together for six one day ‘Cluster Muster’ workshops between late 
June and mid-October 2022.  The meetings enable shared learning and conversation about community 
economic challenges, opportunities and options; enhance awareness of available resources; and the discovery 
of the diversity and interconnections of their local and regional economies.  
 
 
Program Goals 
 
 Provide the necessary information, skills, tools, motivation, confidence and passion to positively 

manage community change. 
 Encourage new thinking about ways to better support and nurture social and economic development 

at local community level. 
 Stimulate collaboration between communities and create peer support networks., project and 

friendship links across the region. 
 
 
Program Components  
 

1. Six one day (9am-4pm) fun ‘Cluster muster’ workshops: Workshop locations will rotate around 
participating communities and allow – a study tour of the host community; informal sharing over 
refreshments; resource information session; and a practical and interactive workshop experience 
focusing on participant identified learning priorities.   

2. Provision of a wide range of community building resources including a set of handbooks. 
3. Community asset mapping experiences.  
4. Individual Community Team coffee gatherings: to focus on the Community Builder experience, 

learnings and its relevance and application locally.  
5. Involvement in a community project. 
6. Opportunities for additional skills development opportunities. 
7. Final celebration and acknowledgement event. 
8. Formulation of individual community action plans.

One was National Sorry Day 
where we created some hand-
print art to encourage respect 
for first nation peoples, read 
dreamtime 
stories and 
explored the 
didgeridoo. 
For world 
turtle day we 
used some 
donated egg 
cartons to 
make shells 
of turtles.
